How does a TEENS AS TEACHERS project work? 


TAT was developed by the Americans for Nonsmokers’ Rights and consists of two phases:


Phase One: Teens who volunteer to be Teen Teachers meet in an all-day training session to learn the subject and how to teach it.


During the training workshop, the teens view and critique videos, analyze cigarette ads, and design and act in skits about avoiding secondhand smoke. The teen training workshop culminates with small groups designing their presentations for younger children. All preliminary presentations are made before the full group and supportive feedback is given and received.


Phase Two: Teen Teachers take their message to the community.


Teen Teachers visit lower grade classrooms where smoking prevention curricula are being taught. The Teen Teachers make their presentations and lead small group activities which provide the opportunity to interact with the younger students.


Once the teens have taught in lower-grade classrooms, they often want more to do, and are eager to help assist community coalitions with other tobacco advocacy work. They’ll be excellent at delivering presentations to local policy makers, as well as being outstanding spokespersons in community media events.
